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Annotation. The prospects for studying Lepidoptera of Uzbekistan are discussed. The main research paths are
outlined: work in various regions of the Republic, study of local faunas of reserves and national parks, monitoring of
rare and endangered species of butterflies, taxonomic work on poorly studied families.
